The
drum is considered to be a living item with
a spirit and are often adorned with
traditional Ojibwe designs and symbols.

In
Ojibwe culture, everything in the natural
world is seen as interconnected and
imbued with spiritual power and
wellness, Plants, animals, and other
elements of nature are viewed as having
unique healing properties, and are used
in traditional medicine practices.
